Judy discussed the Chapter Workshop possibly held at Millersylvania, she asked for statewide help.

Judy mentions the re-instatement of Drivers Licenses that have been suspended. Call your Dept. of Licensing to enquire. 

Judy and Frances will be going to Spokane from November 29th to December 11th.

Frances has helped open the Ulery women’s house in Lacey; as of November 1st. Ainsworth house in Tacoma is full.

Chapters 4,10,15 will be planning workshop around December in Lacey.

Frances has been spending time with the Senate, she states that we fall under two categories; Fair housing advisory position and zoning. Trying to get all houses divided into their congressional districts and figuring out who their State Representatives will be. She will get that information as soon as possible so you will know who to contact.

Frances is involved in the congressional Caucus on addiction, treatment and recovery.

Frances is continuing to study the bills.

Old Business

Gino re-opens discussion of house loans. If a chapter opens up a house and it falls, the chapter is responsible. Gino states that he does not think that chapter 10 should have to pay back loan. Gino emphasizes that we need to watch what we get for Oxford houses, watch out for Oxford and that houses need to be viable entities. 

Gino applauds Fircrest house.

Bob adds what an extraordinary job that the fircrest house is doing. All bills paid.

Bob states that Greg deserves the credit and praise.

Gino states that it is not just one persons job, it is everybody’s job. Also mentions that Oxford was built off outreach Volunteers.

Tony states getting a loan is rare. The procedure is first take it to chapter, chapter votes, viable only if chapter agrees.  Very importantly, it needs to be signed off by outreach. When one person tries to do this there are failures and consequences.
