Chapter Summary Reports

Chapter 1 – As seen by the number above we are improving, maybe my constant reminders at each chapter meeting is driving the houses into submission, either way it’s great to see most houses contributing. Will work on the rest shortly. We were this close to opening up a Women’s and Children’s house when the landlord backed out. Very Frustrating, but we shall persevere. Our master fundraiser has decided to cancel his latest fishing derby, due to lack of support. He would have that support if he were forthcoming, but that my friends is in HIS hands. I go around to all the houses before each chapter meeting and see how things are at each house, and I thank God that our chapter is seemingly doing well. The usual house issues, but no casualties. I call that good and I am grateful. See you in D.C.

Chapter 2 – We are sending five people to the world convention in D.C. and look forward to seeing a lot of Washingtonians attend the world convention this year. Hands across the bridge event was a great success and would like to thank Phil and Judy for their participation in this event as they come straight out of the Vancouver area. As always chapter 2 ROCKS the Vancouver area and leads the way around the state. A special thanks goes to Casey (Lincoln Men’s House) for preparing the food and to all the people who helped out from chapter 2, John, Robert, Tami, Jennifer, Jim, Thomas and Brent.

Chapter 3 –As promised in the last chapter 3 report, we are going strong. Blake pulled another miracle out of his hat and found a new house to replace the ill- fated Riley house. I say miracle because Blake took a hesitant landlord, sold him on the Oxford concept, and created a new house in less that a week, just in the nick of time. The Riley house ceased to to be a house on August 1st, and the Hamblen House was up and running on   the morning of August 2nd. In other news chapter 3, which encompasses all of Spokane has outgrown itself.  We have 12 houses and not a single living room in any of those houses that can accommodate a meeting of all representatives. The new chapter 3 comprising 6 of the current houses met on Sunday August 28th to elect new officers. 

Chapter 4 – Chapter 4 is doing great! House’s got together and had a BBQ this summer. Looking forward to the world convention in D.C.

Chapter 5 – For the most part we are doing good. We have our struggles but we continue to grow with the opening of our new home the “Oakbrook Men’s House”

Chapter 6 – Our chapter is doing really well. We are sending seven people to the convention. Things are going good.

Chapter 7 – Chapter 7 is alive and sober, but mostly stagnant. The chapter suffers from a lack of leadership and apathy toward Oxford house principles and traditions.  In my 1 ½ years at Skaget Valley Oxford House I haven’t seen more than, maybe, 3 people move on with life and leave an Oxford House in our chapter in good standing. Many of the rest are young people usually in drug court who have never learned basic living skills and have never had anything to loose, often including even basic family relationships and also including jobs, marriages and material possessions. These young addicts never had anything to loose and are only at our oxford houses due to legal problems. The local NA community has very little good sobriety and doesn’t provide much of an example to follow. Ask many of these young people and they will say everyone in NA is doing everyone else. So these young addicts are involved in toxic relationships instead of learning living skills. They don’t fit the traditional model of an alcoholic/addict who has finally bottomed out. They had a short run of it and got caught up in the legal system early on. Most have meth and or crack problems. Those of us who do have at least some leadership skills are overwhelmed by the quantity and the nature of the problem. We need better models and better tools to work with. The legal system needs the same help and the professional recovery community must understand these young addicts need much more than sobriety. They need their mothers. The bottom line is we need help and we’re open to ideas. We believe a system wide dialogue needs to be taking a place addressing these young non-traditional addicts and how we can better help them start a life. One possible way to address some of the issues is to utilize the incarceration committee to get more mature, experienced residents and to increase the number of veterans in our houses. These 2 steps would serve to better the “Student/Teacher ratio”. 

Chapter 8 – Most of our houses meeting attendance is good. Heavens park went down to one person. We got 4 in at this time and it’s building back up. Our chapter has been going through change and we are voting in new officers next month. We had a great turn-out for newcomers event and expect to do more every other month. We are sending 3 officers to World.

Chapter 9 – Our chapter is growing. We just opened a new men’s house. The Rowland Oxford House. The address is 501 Cowtiz Way Kelso, WA 98626 – The Phone # is 360-501-4299. The house is running strong, is already full and we have men waiting to get into all our men’s houses. Looking forward to seeing all of you at the convention. Thanks to all who contributed to Oxfest.

Chapter 10 – We have several houses that want a financial form from Oxford inc. that shows where the money donated to Oxford inc. goes. Being a non-profit org. they should have one. Some houses are still are not full.  Our Women and children house isn’t on the web site yet, Stewart Heights. Sending 5 people to World this year.

Chapter 11 – All is going well. We are opening a new men’s house (Finn Hill House) in October. Four core members from other houses will move into this house. Two members are going to D.C.

Chapter 12 – As we gather in all classes even those who came through passes. The herd is gathering in it’s mass 91 beds and some couches. Recovery destroying the urge of our addiction. Taking those who want recovery, finding hope, fellowship a great discovery. Chapter 12 in the west sound where recovery is found. Thank you all for the help. We are doing great. Beds are full and donations are up and we are sending 10 to world. Thanks!

Chapter 13 – Chapter 13 ROCKS! I have been going to house meetings. AA program pretty good for the most part. Normal conflicts. Yea we have activity coordinators again. Also have an incarceration committee and have P.O.Box. As a chapter we are not giving up on activities or fundraisers. Sorry we missed Oxfest. Hopefully next year we will be more organized. Looking forward to world, sorry to say only five of us are going.

Chapter 14 – The upland men’s house is up and running with 5 out of 7 members. The other houses has had a lot of people moving out, but Bachelor Creek is doing well. Summit view, Yakima and Apple Valley have had the move outs but most of them were in good standing. We are still having good chapter meeting attendance. All loans are paid except for brand new house. 3 people in chapter 14 are going to D.C.

Chapter 15 – New house opened August 15th Cedar River in Renton holds 9. Houses are staying full with no major issues. Women’s houses starting to get on track financially, filling vacancies and having lots of interviews. Simmons house bounced back! House is full and everyone but 2 just getting off 30 day new member contract. Opened new bank account so our audits will balance.

Chapter 16 – View point had their first woman live in the house for a year! Voted in our first incarceration house member into Wenatchee house. We have voted in new officers into our chapter…all positions filled. Actively seeking to start up new house. All is well in chapter 16…ROCK SOLID! We are sending 1 representative to world convention.

Summary Report for Proposed Chapter 17:

As stated in chapter 3’s report, they are getting to large and need to divide, so that we may continue to conquer…On the morning of Saturday August 27th,representatives of the six houses of the proposed chapter 17 met with Blake Bippes and hammered out a solid outline of chapter 17’s structure. The chapter 3 is not only even geographically (northwest and southwest), but has a very fair mixing of strong houses and houses that need a little guidance. They have already elected members for all chapter positions. 

We are excited to have both well seasoned, experienced officers along with some youthful, and active new faces combined to make up what will be a strong and invigorating leadership in what will become Washington State’s newest chapter of Oxford Houses.
