Essentially there should be a re-entry board and the re-entry people at the chapter level should make up the committee

Motion made to fine chapter 10 and17 for not having paperwork with them at the state association meeting

MM2P to fine chapter 10 and 17 for having no paperwork with them at the state association meeting (23-0)
25 people showed up to the budget and finance meeting

Budget and finance committee is the only committed required by the by-laws
Committee consists of Budget and Finance Chair, State Co-Chair, State Treasurer and 3 at-large members

House donations to world have fallen off

$500/month sent to world from state for contribution

Would like to increase to $750/month

Talk to your houses about increasing their contribution amount

There is a donation fund for the state, but no money has been deposited in a while
Normally the outreach workers distribute the money as they see fit

Take back to your houses the idea of donating $500/month into the donation fund

Motion made to donate $750/month to world services and donate $500/month into state donation account

Money should be going back into the houses that is donated

Motion withdrawn to donate $500/month into state donation account

MM2P to donate $750 per month to world services (23-0)

Motion made to put $500 per month into donation account

Motion failed to donate $500 per month to state donation account

There are two houses that have not paid their loan payment in over 2 years

MM2P to pay off the two house loans that are in default and the chapter will pay back the state association (23-0) 
Alternate position for the World Council is open

There are currently 2 Washington residents on the world council, with Judy as OHI representative and Myrna Brown as emeritus member.
Jon Gildart was nominated to be backed by state in running for world council alternate position

MM2P to support Jon Gildart in running for the World Council Alternate position (23-0)
MM2P to give Jon Gildart $150 to make flyers and buttons to be distributed at the world conference (22-1)
