Had an excellent time in New Orleans


Had some locals take me to the airport and they stole my suitcase with my camera and laptop


Got some really good stuff from the conference to take with me to Wyoming


Thanks to the Tri-Cities for working really hard


Do not save room in your house for people coming in as reentry, give them a couch


The application says couch only


The $ you receive from reentry needs to be set aside and not spent


Application for reentry is just a strong suggest6ion


We have issues with people just looking for a release address


Talk to Spokane about putting the reentry committees together


A reentry committee group – bunch of people in areas of the state getting together to meet


We need to keep communication – that is very important


If someone is willing to pay for the inmate that is fine as long as you get the money


Strongly suggest they pay $500, but it is up to the house, we have seen people get burnt


Holding a bed vs. finances


When there is an opening in a house there is money not being paid for that bed


$500 suggested so the house can hold it for the inmate and when they get into a house the individuals couching them can give the money to the house they will be moving into


When there is no financial information for the inmate you can call their counselor and that information will be available to you


Remember how it was for us, it makes it easier to recover and stay sober in a sober environment

State agencies that pay for outreach measure our ability to function by how we pay back our loans


We could not do this without you


Report from WSO with donations


197 houses and 154 houses sent WSO donations


WSO sent over $80,000 to WSO


WSO in suite 300 not 400


Division of Alcohol and Substance Abuse – couple thousand given to outreach to send people to World


One of the guys’ that went ripped off the house


Watch what you wish for ?


Marty and Stacie – YEAH!


Oxford Inc is close to connecting us with Oregon


They are working with Arizona, Nevada and Montana


Dan wants Montana, but going to Wyoming

Louisiana is also a state that does not have ADOTSA, welfare, etc…


This is one state association helping another state association


Would it be better to loan rather than donate?

MM2P to send $3500 to the state of Louisiana to help with new state association and workshops (24-0)

Cherry street house owes $800 to WSO for loan





MM to pay WSO $800 to pay off the Cherry Street Oxford house loan





Go to chapter then ask for money from another chapter


House is closed, so we did not bother to, there were no members





MM2P to pay WSO $800 to pay off the Cherry Street Oxford house loan (22-3)





Central Park house had $7,000 embezzled, $2,000 was reentry money


Guys coming from jail have no money there, because of this situation


Central Park move in fee has been waived


DOC almost quit using Oxford House as a release for inmates because of this situation





MM to donate $1125.00, to be split into 3 separate checks, to give to Central Park House





Try to figure out a way to get the $500


Checks should go to the outreach workers


When people get there they get their check


Dual signers should be on a checking account


What assurance is there that this will not happen again?

When Daniel was in New Orleans, he stayed an extra day, asked some folks to give him a ride to the airport; they drove off with his stuff


He is a new outreach worker
