· Housing Services Report – Bob Jacques
Communication is the key. Being a part of not apart from!!!

Having some serious medical issues. 
Attended 6 Chapter meetings (19, 15, 6, 4, 20 & 12).

Attended the Pierce Partnership meeting in July.

Did 2 presentations at treatment centers and House Officers Workshop in Chapter 21.
What I have observed over the last couple of months:

· Relapse rates are a little high. What can we do to help save lives?

· Reserves are a little low. 35-40% of the houses have less than $1000 total $$$ available. Are houses maintaining a prudent reserve?
· Continuing severe problems with fraud and $$$ missing. In most cases it appears that more senior members are abusing the trust of newer members. Our recommended procedures have many eyes looking at the books every week or month. When this doesn’t happen………..

· House Officers training. Yes….we should do regional Workshops at least once a year for every house position but maybe Spokane’s system of one office each month should  be considered.
· When houses visit one another good things happen.

But these things pale when I see the tremendous successes in Oxford House. There is a great sense of giving back in a large number of people. I see commitment and effort. I see caring and growth. I see the next right thing done daily. I salute every Chapter Chair here. You call and receive calls, you visit, you encourage. You help. You carry the message that comfortable recovery is possible.

· Growth Committee – Eli Dena
Been discussing some tough issues.  Still weighing options for splitting the state into regions. 

Discussion – Did not create a regional HSR position. There is already one at the state level.
If we  continue to have 6 meetings per year we would not have to break into regions. 

Concern about the financial set up.

Concern that breaking State into regions will take too much time to resolve issues.

Encourage members to attend Growth Committee meetings all input is valuable so that the committee can remain goal oriented.
